Mr. Jackson, chair, called the meeting to order at 9:06 a.m. A roll call vote was conducted and a
sufficient amount of members were present to constitute a quorum.

Conflict of Interest Policy Statement

Ms. Presley reviewed the Conflict of Interest Policy with the board asking the board members to
disclose any conflict of interest they may have prior to contested cases, legal proceedings, or
other matters that come before the Board to determine if there is a conflict of interest.

Ms. Presley stated if a board member does have a conflict of interest they must recuse
him/herself and leave the hearing room during the proceeding. Ms. Presley stated if any board
member had a question, please let her know.



Review/Approve April 27, 2007 Minutes

Upon review of the April 27, 2007 minutes, Ms. Trammell made a motion, seconded by Mr.
Tate, to approve the minutes as written. The motion carried.

Office of General Counsel Report

Ms. Presley reviewed the OGC Report stating there are no rules pending at OGC for review and
approval by the Board.

Ms. Presley said rule amendments pertaining to the application process, continuing education
provider process, advertising, and screening panels were submitted to the Attorney General’s
office May 11, 2006 and will be effective August 1, 2007.

Ms. Presley said rule amendments pertaining to reciprocity requirements, continuing education
course approval deadline and petition for stays and reconsiderations were submitted to Attorney
General’s office February 22, 2007 and will be effective September 16, 2007.

Ms. Presley said there are currently no contested cases, letters of reprimand, consent orders, or
agreed orders before the Board at this time.

Discuss Board Business

The Board discussed having consultants review application files prior to Board meetings;
consideration of authorizing the board administrator to initially approve reinstatement
applications pending ratification by the Board; and, developing a policy regarding criminal
background checks that are rejected because of illegible fingerprints.

Ms. Spitznas said if a consultant reviewed application files it would speed up the application
process for applicants who have met all licensure requirements. Ms. Spitznas said when an
application file has met all requirements for licensure a letter will be issued to the applicant
giving him/her the right to work pending ratification by the Board.

Upon discussion, Ms. Trammell made a motion, seconded by Mr. Jackson, to approve the use of
a consultant to review files prior to board meetings. The motion carried.

Upon discussion, Ms. Trammell made a motion, seconded by Mr. Tate, to approve the initial
approval of reinstatements by the board administrator. The motion carried.

Upon discussion, Ms. Trammell made a motion, seconded by Mr. Tate, to adopt the following
policy regarding illegible fingerprints:

The board shall accept a FBI criminal background check on an applicant’s name, social security
number and other vital statistics when an individual has unreadable prints.

The motion carried.



Disciplinary Report

Ms. Spitznas reviewed the Disciplinary Report which gives the name of the disciplined
practitioners, their license number, date of action, expiration date, civil penalty costs, continuing
education requirements, reporting, peer assistance, and comments.

Ms. Spitznas said if a disciplined practitioner does not comply with the terms of the order they
will come before the board in a contested case hearing for non-compliance.

Investigative Report

Ms. Spitznas reviewed the Investigative Report stating there are four (4) complaints year to date
against alcohol and drug abuse counselors with two (2) being referred to OGC.

Ms. Spitznas stated there are currently two (2) alcohol and drug abuses counselors being
monitored.

Financial Report

Ms. Spitznas reviewed the Financial Report stating the board has a cumulative carryover of
$79,640.27 as of June 30, 2007. Ms. Spitznas stated the cost of the move is included in the report
and costs are lower than anticipated.

Administrative Report

Ms. Spitznas reviewed the Administrative Report stating there are currently 472 active, 131
retired, 200 failed to renew and 25 deceased alcohol and drug abuse counselors.

Ms. Maxwell stated a report pertaining to failed to renew licensees will be available at the next
meeting.

Ms. Presley suggested the use of articles and/or newsletters as a means of communicating to
licensees about renewing their licenses and the option of retiring licenses.

Ms. Spitznas said the benchmark for renewal processing is ten (10) days, with alcohol and drug
abuse counselors averaging 7.16 days.

Ms. Spitznas said the benchmark for application processing is one hundred (100) days with
alcohol and drug abuse counselors averaging 342.3 days. Ms. Spitznas said the benchmark for
application processing is not being met due to missing documentation and applicants failing to
pass the NAADAC examination.

Ms. Spitznas stated between April 16, 2007 and July 16, 2007, fifty-eight (58) alcohol and drug
abuse counselors renewed their license, of which fifteen (15) renewed online.
